The application delivers results through a wide variety of formats and transcoding processes.  The usability of media signal packets within point-to-point scenarios is derived by the input and output of signals to define a positive effect for low-cost, high ROI business productivity.  The media recognition app helps assist the end-user through effective user-friendly automation and a better understanding of value-added features under this approach in largely complicated systems.  These systems may be accessible by a business, EPC network, individual, or public community.
Transitions of conventional data automation within innovated intelligent media automation are the result of technology convergence.  This includes technologies such as linear media, web services, microprocessing, voice capture, business software applications, resource adaptation, RFID readers, Savant, bar code readers, and data character recognition system interfaces.  A wider low-cost availability and demand of media and data sources and recognition models within the global community is driving how tasks and information processing is better managed.  MediaBroker™ helps bridge the user and machine interfaces for those interacting with these sources and their systems.  The sharing of media sources by the application relates to media as flows within persistent, transient and hybrid streaming models.

Industry and organizational standards including W3C XML, HTML, PML, SRGS, SSML, SOAP, J2EE and Unicode help build a basis for interpolated media and data interfaced automations.
